[image: image1.wmf]The following procedures are VERY important in any laboratory situation.  They are especially important in this classroom because open flames, flammable materials, caustic chemicals (those that can harm you) and sharp laboratory tools are often present.  The following is a list of some of the more important safety instructions.  Additional safety instructions will be given for each lab activity.

1. Never work alone in the lab.

2. Review lab exercises BEFORE starting the experiment.  Follow directions carefully and note any special warnings.  Lab partners should double-check each other.

3. Ask questions about what you should be doing if you are not sure.
4. Never do any experiment that is not assigned.

5. Never eat, drink or apply make-up in the lab or even bring food or drinks into the lab.

6. Know the location of all safety equipment (including the telephone) and how to use it.

7. Report any accidents, incidents or hazards (no matter how small) to the teacher.  

8. Be sure to wear closed-toed shoes, tie back long hair, roll up loose sleeves and put on goggles, aprons, gloves or other safety equipment required before starting to work.  NO exceptions to this rule!

9. NEVER taste chemicals and NEVER smell a bottle of chemicals unless directed by the teacher.

10. NEVER pour chemicals back into an original container.

11. Keep your work area neat and uncluttered.  Clean up your work area after you finish your exercise.

12. Wash hands with soap and water after each lab.

13. Behavior in a laboratory situation should be appropriate at all times.  Inappropriate behavior will result in loss of laboratory privileges.
