Organelle Presentation
College Biology
The organelles of eukaryotic cells will be covered in the following manner:  you will be working with partners and presenting the organelle(s) you are assigned to the class.  Presentations should be AROUND 5 minutes long and should include a Powerpoint (or Presi) presentation, a handout (the hand-out MAY be notes copies of the PP presentation), and a model of your organelle.
The grade for your presentation, handouts and model will have the total value of 30 pts.  Your grade will be based on the quality of your presentation, your Power Point presentation itself, your handout, your model and your knowledge of the organelle.  The rubric that will be used for your grade is found on the back of this sheet.
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The organelle assigned to you will be chosen using a lottery system explained by Ms. Ring.  The organelles to be covered are listed below and they will be covered in this same order during the presentation periods:

1. Nucleus, Nucleolus, Nuclear Membrane & Chromatin
2. Plasma Membrane

3. Extracellular Structures
4. Cytoplasm & Cytoskeleton

5. Ribosome

6. Smooth & Rough ER
7. Golgi Apparatus
8. Lysosome & Microbodies (Peroxisomes & Vacuoles)
9. Mitochondrion
10. Chloroplast
11. Cell to Cell Interactions
For each presentation you must do/cover the following:

1. Provide a Power Point presentation.

2. Provide a handout that includes a labeled sketch/diagram/depiction of the organelle(s) and notes on the organelle(s).
3. Use a self-constructed model representing your organelle to enhance your presentation.
4. Describe and elaborate on the structures of the organelle(s).
5. Describe and elaborate on the functions of the organelle(s).
6. Be ready to answer questions about your organelle(s).

The final piece of your grade will include your active listening to the other presentations given in class.  You will be required to ask pertinent and detailed questions of at least three of the other presentations given.
